Part I:  Article Summaries
· You must find a total of ten articles that demonstrate innovative technology in various areas of life.  (education, medicine, travel, politics, fashion, architecture, social issues, etc.)
· In a single Word document, provide the following information for each article:


· Sources:  newspaper, magazine, journal, Internet, etc.

· Due Tuesday, March 3, 2015
· Each article and summary is worth 5 points for a total of 50 points.  This is worth two quiz grades.
· Upload to eBackpack when complete.  They must be uploaded before class begins on October 8, or a late penalty of 5 points (10% will be deducted from your grade.)
Part II:  Article Presentation

· Once this quarter, you will give a brief, 1-2 minute presentation of one of your ten articles to the class followed by a brief question and answer period.

· Sign-up will be done on a first-come, first-served basis.

· The presentation is worth 50 points and is graded on the following factors:


1)  Voice Projection—How loud are you?


2)  Use of Fillers—Don’t say “like” or “uh” or “ya know,” etc.


3)  Eye Contact—Look at your audience and not your paper.


4)  Clarity of Material—Is your main point easily understood by the class?


5)  No Nervous Habits—Don’t play with a pen, brush hair back, etc.


6)  Length of Presentation—Is it within the time limits?


7)  Interest Factor—How interesting is the material you are presenting/relevant topic?


8)  Timeliness/Originality of Article—Use a current article (no more than one week old) 
      that no one else has used.  Include a working link to the article on the title slide.
9)  Use www.prezi.com.  

10)  Prezi must include a title, article name, source, date, working URL along and at least five paths.  Include relevant photos, YouTube videos, and links.
· Prezi link must be emailed to Mrs. Huddleston before class begins.

· Presentations will be done at the beginning of class.  You may choose to do it at the end of class for a 10 point grade reduction (20%).  Missed presentations will result in a grade of zero.
· This presentation counts as two quiz grades.
· Student Peer Reviews will be graded on similar criteria and are worth 30 points.  The peer review counts as one regular homework grade.
